recently received an e-mail from ExecWatch with a link to an

interesting article on Forbes.com from January 2, 2012,

Titled “The Seven Habits of Spectacularly Unsuccessful

Executives,"” the article was written by Eric Jackson. Jackson

takes his title from an article by Sydney Finkelstein, “Why

Smart Executives Fail" (also the title of a book by Finkelstein).
According to Jackson, Finkelstein analyzed a number of major com-
panies that failed and found that their executives had some or all of
the same seven bad habits. Here's my take those habits and the
executives whao have them.

1. They think that they and their organizations control everything
related to their business.

In my old life we had a saying of ‘task, condition, and standard.'
Conditions are the internal and external influences at the time. A
CEO who shows this first bad habit fails to take external conditions,
such as market influences, into account or internal conditions, such
as inadequate resources, into consideration.

2. They can't separate their private interests from those of the
company.

Executives who fail here may go as far as using corporate
assets and funds to fulfill the material needs they think they
deserve and the private empire they think they are entitled to.

3. They act like know-it-alls.

CEOs who act like this do not request the input of key individuals
that would allow them to adequately weigh all the pros and cons
before key decisions are made. How many times have you heard
employees say, ‘Why are we having the meeting when the boss has
all the answers and our input will be meaningless?

4. They fire or otherwise punish any person who doesn't show
them total loyalty.

If an employee questions the boss, the employee finds him- or
herself demoted, or, in the worst case, fired, for not being a team
player. The boss sees this individual as a threat because, in my
opinion, the leader actually feels insecure.

5. They think they are the best persons to represent the face of
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the company.

Executives lose their focus on management and feel they have to
do all the public relations work that feeds their out-of-control egos.

6. They don't pay enough attention to potential problems on their
new pet projects.

Some executives are great visionaries but clearly do not under-
stand what it takes in resources to fulfill their visions and, thus, they
run their firms into the ground. They do not have a wellplanned exit
strategy that will minimize the damage done by possibly expending
too much time and capital on a project that will have no or minimal
return on investment.

7. They follow old practices that once succeeded, even when
thase practices begin to fail.

When things start to fall apart, the executives go back to their
tried-and-true methods that might no longer be effective because
the conditions have changed.

If you are an executive or manager and you have any or all of
these seven bad habits, you should strive to eliminate them as soon
as possible. If your boss has these characteristics, the article sug-
gested that you might start a job search. Jackson's article was
interesting and very short. It would be worth your while to take five
minutes to search for it on Forbes.com and read it, and if you're
really interested, the article links to a site about Finkelstein's book
(Whysmartexecutivesfail.com).

Testing the Cure of 10/

Is the MEK rub test a conclusive test to
check the cure of inorganic zinc coatings?

The solvent rub test for cure of ethyl silicate
inorganic zinc (I0Z) coatings, as described in
ASTM D4752, is the accepted test for
checking if such a coating is cured. This is
especially critical before overcoating, but
even a single coat system can dry without
curing if applied under low humidity condi-
tions. Other tests that are used include
scraping with the edge of a coin (the
“Quarter test” in the USA) or simply a finger-
nail. If significant zinc powder is produced
with either test, the coating is considered
uncured. However, these tests are consid-
ered more subjective than the solvent rub
test.

An uncured coating will result in consider-
able zinc removal with a few double rubs,
while a cured coating will be little affected
with the 50 double rubs required. It should
be noted that even a fully cured coating will
show some zinc discoloration on the white
rag. While as with any test, it may be possi-
ble to get ambiguous results, this test, in
most situations, will be definitive, and cer-
tainly superior to any other simple field test.
If there is any doubt regarding the cure,
leave the coating (if the humidity is high

of cure for I0Z coatings. The test is only
valid for the actual area tested and can be
applied to the whole item only by extrapola-
tion of the result.

Confidence in the result can vary wildly,
depending on time, humidity, and tempera-
ture, because the curing mechanism of 10Z
is totally dependent on the integration of
water into the silicate precursor to create
the matrix to support the metallic zinc.
Hence, the best advice is that once touch
dry, fresh water washing enhances the cure
mechanism. High humidity and water wash-
ing will give confidence, and MEK rub then
gives verification.

A hardness test may also be used if the
coating manufacturer can provide the
appropriate hardness data. One such test is
ASTM D2240, which uses a Shore durome-
ter. The Share durometer test gives the
amount of indentation made by a specific
needle. Because the ASTM D2240 test will
deform the coating surface under the nee-
dle, this type of test is best performed on a
companion piece of substrate coated and
cured in the same manner as the coating
on the substrate on the actual project.

Qe A wiTH BiLL MOGAVERO

ill Mogavero is the Vice
President and
Operations Manager for
Harrison Muir Inc,
(HMI), an industrial
service contracting
company that specializes in protective coat-
ings, lead abatement, metallizing, and other
services, primarily in Ontario, Canada. In his
30th year with HMI, Mogavero is Chairman of
SSPC’s Ontario Chapter and is a member of the
Industrial Painting Committee (IPC). He is also
a NACE Level [1I Coatings Inspector and pos-
sesses SSPC C1, C2, and C3 certifications, as

well as other health and safety certifications.

JPCL: How did you get your start in the coat-
ings industry?
Bill: I started working in construction as a
summer student, and I enjoyed the work. A
painting contractor started painting the
Leaside Bridge, a through-truss bridge, in my
Toronto neighborhood and I applied for a job
and worked with them as a blaster-painter
until the project was complete.

A year later | applied to HMI. I started work-

ing on a railway bridge in Toronto as a blaster-
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painter in 1983, and I'm still with the company
today. I progressed from blaster-painter to Vice
President and Operations Manager. I now man-
age all field and shop work and operations for

our 35 employees.

JPCL: Can you talk about the orange equip-
ment that your company is known for in the
Greater Toronto/Ontario area?

Bill: HMI was started in 1962 as a commercial
painting contractor, and soon after, in the late
1960s, evolved into a heavy industrial abrasive
blasting and coating contractor. One of our
biggest strengths is our equipment, We have
the capacity to run up to 27 abrasive blasters,
and we take pride in keeping our equipment
well maintained and painted International
Orange. Our equipment is what people see first,

and the color orange attracts attention.

JPCL: What are some of the main coatings
issues or considerations specific to the
Canadian industrial market?

Bill: South Central Ontario, where we primari-
ly operate, is a small market with a shrinking
manufacturing base and no heavy mining or

refineries to drive the industry. We have to



remain nimble to adapt to our changing indus-
try. We never know what our next job will be,
from floor coatings to bridge coating to metal-

izing to fiberglass-reinforced tank linings.

JPCL: What has been the most significant
change you've seen in the coatings industry
aver your 30 years of experience?

Bill: I think documentation, quality control,
and worker training have greatly improved.
Quality control standards have come a long
way, and the workforce nowadays is better
trained. Technology has improved, too, from
the newer meters and mil gauges to the long-

lasting coating systems used.

JPCL: HMI won a George Campbell Award
from SSPC in 2011, for work on the La Salle
Causeway lift bridge in Kingston, Ontario, dur-
ing which you were the Project Manager, What
were some of the challenges you faced during
the duration of this project?

Bill: The project had to be completed during
the non-boating season on a very tight sched-
ule. The geometry of the steel structure made
access for blasting and coating very difficult.
The bridge is a century-old overheard bascule
truss structure, and the two-lane road that
runs through the bridge had to remain open.
Substantial steel repairs also had to be com-
pleted at night, with the bridge partially closed

due to weight restrictions.

JPCL: Is there a project you've been involved
with over your career that was your favorite?
Bill: All bridge projects are my favorite jobs.
The most challenging bridge project I super-
vised was the repainting of the Ambassador
Bridge that connects Detroit and Windsor,
Ontario, where 1 had 20 abrasive blasters and
60 men overall, including subcontractors, on

three sites.

JPCL: What is your busiest work season? Are
you able to work on projects throughout the
cold Canadian winter?

Bill: Normally we are busiest in the summer
and fall. We were extremely busy this winter
with a large bridge project, the Burlington
Skyway bridge between Burlington and
Hamilton, Ontario. We normally work all year
round with the cold winter conditions present-
ing unique challenges for exterior painting pro-
jects. We build large enclosures to keep the
worksites heated; for the Burlington Skyway,
the enclosure is about 175 feet long, 80 feet

wide, and 30 feet deep.

JPCL: HMI moved to a new HQ building in
Stouffville, Ontario, in 2012. How's the new
building? Did the move affect how you do busi-
ness in any way?

Bill: Moving to our new building was a very
exciting time for us. We purchased the building
on 2.5 acres with outside storage. We moved
and renovated in the winter during our normal
slow time and we tried to keep our workload to
a minimum. We ran three trucks steady for a
month to move all of our equipment, stock, and
material inventory. The impact I like the most
about the building is that we own it instead of
leasing it, and that gives us more control. The
property and the building give us plenty of

room for growth.

JPCL: What are your interests outside of coat-
ings? What kinds of things do you like to do in
your free time?

Bill: I like to work out at the gym, which I find

mixed in the correct proportions, a complex
chemical reaction takes place. This reaction
is known as cement hydration, the process

by which concrete hardens and cures.

Even though it can be a very strong, hard
substrate, bare concrete is also subject to
deterioration. Concrete can be very porous,
so chemicals can penetrate the pores and
attack the paste. The paste and aggregate

can also be worn down by physical impact
and abrasion. Water can sometimes pene-
trate concrete, freeze and expand inside it
when the temperature drops, and ultimately
weaken the concrete from within. In addition,
if the concrete has reinforcing steel bar

ucts stared or processed
in direct contact with the
concrete from contamina-
tion caused by dust from
the substrate.

As long as coatings are properly applied to
an adequately prepared concrete surface,
they can prolong the life of the structure.

in the topcoat. The increased distance the water molecules must travel reduces

their ability to permeate the coating.

concrete itself is in some way weakened,
contaminated, or inherently defective. Here
are some characteristics of concrete that
can make it difficult to protect.

* Alkalinity: The cement paste that holds
concrete together is made up of materials
called alkaline hydrates. These materials
create a property called alkalinity. Alkaline
materials are highly reactive to all acids and
incompatible with some coatings, like
alkyds.

* Porosity: Because it has many pores,
concrete can be attacked by water, gas,
and other contaminants. In addition, the
porosity of concrete can contribute to the
formation of coating defects called pinholes.
Pinholes, which are caused by the move-
ment of gas or moisture vapor through an
uncured material, give contaminants in the
environment an easy way to reach the con-
crete.

* Moisture content: Water is a key ingre-
dient in concrete. Water left from the reac-
tion that forms concrete {(called “waters of
convenience”) makes its way to the surface,
leaving behind capillaries and void spaces.
When a finished concrete structure contains
large amounts of water in a liquid or vapor

state and transmits the water to the environ-

ment, the escaping water can prevent a
coating from adhering to the surface, curing
properly, or performing as needed.

* Tensile strength: Tensile strength
relates to the ability of the material to with-
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weak, thin layer of
the concrete’s sur-
face that forms when cement paste and fine
aggregate are carried to the surface during
the cure of the concrete. If the laitance is
not removed before coating application, the
coating will most likely disbond.

= Surface defects: Concrete may contain
many surface defects, including dusting,
grooves, depressions, cracks, holes (called
bugholes), and fins (sharp protrusions from
the concrete).

Before concrete is prepared and coated,
its condition should be assessed, either by
a representative of the facility owner who is
paying for the work or the project manager
from your company. For our purposes in
this Bulletin, it is important for you to know
that like steel, concrete requires careful sur-
face preparation and strict adherence to the
specification and the manufacturer’s recom-
mendations for coating application. Future
Bulletins will describe procedures for sur-
face preparation of concrete and application
of coatings, linings, and floor toppings.

How Coatings Protect Concrete
In the May 1997 Bulletin, we described the
three ways that coatings protect steel.

e Barrier protection: The coating prevents
moisture and oxygen from reaching the sur-
face.

* Inhibition: The coating interferes with
the electro-chemical process of corrosion.

» Sacrificial action: The zinc pigments in
a zincich coating are attacked instead of



the steel when corrosion occurs.

Unlike coatings for steel substrates, pro-
tective coatings for concrete do not, in
most cases, require or include inhibitive or
sacrificial pigments to provide protection.
Coatings applied to concrete are typically
barrier coatings. They provide protection by
becoming a physical barrier, or shield, iso-
lating the concrete from its immediate envi-
ronment. A barrier coating must prevent
aggressive liquids and gasses from passing
through it and reaching the concrete.

Barrier Coatings

You probably have heard of many of the
coating types that we classify as barrier
coatings. Examples include epoxies, vinyls,
polyesters, methyl methacrylates, and
polyurethanes. These coatings are named
from the resin type used to make them.
(Remember, coatings are made of resins,
pigments, and solvents.) As we discussed
before, the resin provides many of the pro-
tective properties of a coating.

One important property of a barrier coat-
ing is called permeability. The permeability
of a barrier coating's film depends on its
moisture vapor transmission (MVT) rate. The
MVT rate is determined by how fast water
molecules pass through and move around
the spaces between the resin molecules
(Fig. 1, p. 15). The effectiveness of a coat-
ing in preventing permeation depends on
how closely and tightly bound the molecules
of the resin are to one another. The coat-
ing’s effectiveness also depends on the type
of resin molecule and the amount and type
of pigment. Crossdinking is a measure of
the degree of intense bonding of coating
resins.

The lower the permeability of a barrier
coating, the more protective the coating is.
Basically, the higher the degree of the coat-
ing resin's crosslinkage, the lower the per-
meability, the better the adhesive bond of
the coating to the surface, and the better
the overall protective barrier.

By the way, these intermolecular spaces
between the resin molecules are much larg-
er than the water molecules and should not
be confused with physical holes (pinholes) in
the coating film. Pinholes in the coating film
are generally considered defects and should
be repaired. Spaces between resin mole-
cules are not defects.

The barrier properties of coatings can be
improved by adding reinforcement fillers to
the resin. Fillers come in a variety of forms,
such as silicate aggregates (sand), glass or
mica flakes, fibers, and woven fiberglass
(incorporated as a mat in the resin system

as it cures). The addition of fillers physically
increases the length of the path that the
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intruding liquid or gas molecules must take
to penetrate the coating. Flake materials
form layers of overlapping platelets, parallel
to the concrete surface, somewhat like shin-
gles on a roof (Fig. 2, p. 16). Fillers and
fiberglass mat can also be added to improve
the barrier coating's physical properties,
such as impact and abrasion resistance.

Coatings That Breathe
As discussed earlier, the curing of new con-

crete often results in the release of substan-

tial quantities of water. If this water is
trapped between the coating and the con-

crete, it can cause the coating to lose adhe-
sion or form blisters. It is sometimes neces-

sary, therefore, to use coatings that
“breathe.” These coatings allow water vapor
(the gas form of liquid water) to pass

through them. However, care should be
taken when selecting a more permeable
coating to ensure that the service conditions
are not beyond the range of the coating.
The higher the permeability, the lower the
resistance in preventing water or other
chemicals from the outside environment
from passing through the coating. It is the
coating manufacturer's and the specifier's
responsibility to select and furnish the coat-
ing with the right degree of “breathability”
and “permeability rating” for the intended
service (use) of the coated concrete.

What About Coating

the Steel Rebar?

Coating steel rebar in concrete is a special
case. New rebar can be coated directly,
before it is incorporated in a concrete struc-

ture being built, Conventional barrier and
inhibitive coatings for steel, as well as spe-
cial barrier coatings called powder coat-
ings, can be used to protect new rebar.

Conclusion

Coatings can be used to add chemical
resistance to concrete structures, such as
the secondary containment you see sur-
rounding fuel storage tanks. Coatings can
also be used to make areas such as floors
more resistant to abrasion and wear from
foot and equipment traffic.

You don't have to know all the details of
how coatings protect concrete, but some
knowledge will help as you learn to prepare
concrete surfaces and apply coatings to
them.

oating thickness shall be mea-
sured in accordance with SSPC:
The Society for Protective
Coatings Paint Application
Standard No. 2 (SSPC-FA 2)is a
simple enough statement, yet
this common specification
requirement is often misinter-
preted or regarded as a document that simply
states how to measure the dry film thickness
(DFT) of coatings, something we already pro-
fess to know how to do. Yet the requirements
of SSPC-PA 2 regarding gage calibration, veri-
fication of gage accuracy and adjustment pro-
cedures, the number of measurements to
obtain, and the tolerance of the measure-
ments are complex and should be fully under-
stood by the specification writer before invok-
ing PA 2 in a contract.

On more than one occasion, | have heard
the question, “When did SSPC-PA 2 and dry
film thickness measurement become so com-
plicated?” In fact, when you take a close look,
measuring DFT isn't that complex. We have
allowed it to become more technologically
complex while making the data easier to ana-
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lyze. We can gather hundreds of gage read-
ings in a relatively short time; batch the
measurements; print the data or upload it
to a computer for graphing; report the high-
est, the lowest, the mean, and standard
deviation of the collected data; incorporate
digital images of the structure or coated
area; and even program the gage to pro-
duce an audible signal if a spot measure-
ment is outside of the tolerance range. | am
no doubt leaving out other bells and whis-
tles, but my point is that while we are able
to do a lot with the readings obtained, mea-
suring DFT involves four or five basic steps.
e Step 1: Instrument Calibration
» Step 2: Verification of Gage Accuracy on
Certified Coated Standards or Certified
Shims
= Step 3: Base Metal Reading Acquisition
or Gage Adjustment (using certified or mea-
sured shims)

SOME HISTORY

SSPC-PA 2 was originally published as a
temporary standard 40 years ago in 1973
(73T) as “Measurement of Dry Coating
Thickness with Magnetic Gages.” The stan-
dard referenced gages like the one shown in
Fig. 1, which are now all but obsolete. The
standard has been updated on multiple
occasiens. Until 2012, the most recent

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try in July 2012.

In nearly the same timeframe, the 2005
version of ASTM D7091, “Standard Practice
for Nondestructive Measurement of Dry Film
Thickness of Nonmagnetic Coatings Applied
to Ferrous Metals and Nonmagnetic,
Nonconductive Coatings Applied to Non-
Ferrous Metals” was being revised and
updated. It, too, was published in 2012, The
mast current version of the ASTM standard
focuses on proper gage use, while SSPC-PA
2 focuses primarily on the frequency of
measurements and the acceptability of the
acquired measurements. References to the
frequency of measurements were removed
from the ASTM standard. The two docu-
ments are designed to be used together. It
is important to note that both documents
address the measurement of the DFT of
coatings on ferrous and nonferrous metal
substrates. Before 2012, SSPC-PA 2
addressed measurement of coatings only on
steel, a ferrous metal. (The sidebar on p. 32
in this article summarizes the key changes
made to PA 2 in 2012.)

GAGE TYPES

SSPC-PA 2 addresses two types of DFT
gages, both of which are supplied by a vari-
ety of manufacturers. Magnetic pull-off
gages are categorized as Type 1 (Fig. 2).

These gages were designed in the 1950s.
While their use has declined, they are still
readily available and used by some. For
these gages, a permanent magnet is
brought into direct contact with the coated
surface. The force necessary to pull the
magnet from the surface is measured and
converted to coating thickness, which is dis-
played on a scale on the gage. The operat-
ing principle is simple. Less force is
required to remove the magnet from a thick
coating, while more force is required to
remove the magnet from a thinner one. The
scale is not linear, as will be discussed
below.

Electronic gages are categorized as Type
2 (Fig. 3). These gages use electronic cir-
cuitry to convert a reference signal into
coating thickness and are more popular
than Type 1 gages. They are typically
regarded to be faster, more accurate, and
easier to use.

GAGE CALIBRATION,

ACCURACY VERIFICATION,

AND ADJUSTMENT

To help assure the reliability of the coating
thickness measurements, ASTM D 7091
describes three operational steps that must
be performed before taking the measure-
ments. These steps are (1) gage calibra-
tion, (2) verification of
gage accuracy and (3)
gage adjustment. The
steps are incorporated
by reference in SSPC-
PA 2 and are complet-
ed befare obtaining
coating thickness
measurements to
determine confor-
mance to a specified
coating thickness
range. The steps to
verify the accuracy of
the gage are based on
the principle that you

check the gage by measuring a known
thickness before you use the same gage to
measure an unknown thickness. Verification
of gage accuracy is typically performed
using certified coated thickness standards
(for Type 1 or Type 2 gages) or certified
shims (Type 2 gages). Adjustment of Type 2
gages to compensate for substrate charac-
teristics (described later) is typically per-
formed using certified shims. Measured
shims (individually labeled with a stated
thickness value) commanly supplied with
Type 2 gages can also be used for gage
adjustment.

Dry film thickness gages are calibrated
by the equipment manufacturer, its autho-
rized agent, or an accredited calibration lab-
oratory (under controlled conditions). A test
certificate or other documentation showing
traceability to a national metrology institu-
tion is required. While there is no standard
time interval for re-calibration, an interval
can be established based on experience,
the work environment, and/or the internal
equipment calibration procedures of the



company using the gage. A one-year calibra-
tion interval is a typical starting point sug-
gested by gage manufacturers.

VERIFYING GAGE ACCURACY

To guard against measuring with an inaccu-
rate gage, SSPC-PA 2 requires that gage
accuracy be verified (at a minimum) at the
beginning and end of each work shift accord-
ing to the procedures described in ASTM D
7091. If a large number of measurements
are being obtained, the user may opt to veri-
fy gage accuracy during measurement acqui-
sition (for example, hourly). If the gage is
dropped or suspected of giving erroneous
readings during the work shift, its accuracy
should be rechecked.

Verifying the Accuracy of Type 1 Gages
The accuracy of Type 1 (magnetic pull-off)
gages is verified by placing the gage probe
onto a certified coated thickness standard
(Figs. 4 and 5). A one-point or two-point

accuracy verification procedure can be per-
formed; typically, the two-point verification
provides greater accuracy. If a one-point ver-

ification procedure is adopted, the coated
standard should be selected based on the
intended range of use. For example, if the
intended use is between 4 and 6 mils, then
a five-mil coated standard is appropriate.
Using the same example, if a two-point veri-
fication procedure is adopted, then a two-mil
and an eight-mil set of coated standards
(slightly below and above the intended range
of use) is appropriate.

The final step in the process is to obtain a
set of base metal readings (BMRs) to com-
pensate for substrate characteristics includ-
ing (but not limited to) substrate metallurgy,
geometry, thickness/thinness, and rough-
ness (Fig. 6). These readings represent the
effect of the substrate conditions on the
coating thickness measurement device.
SSPC-PA 2 states that a minimum of 10
(arbitrarily spaced) locations should be mea-
sured (one reading per location) and then
averaged. This average BMR is then deduct
ed from subsequent coating thickness mea-
surements to remove any effect of the base
metal surface and its conditions.

Because Type 1 gages cannot be adjust-
ed, some gage operators believed that a
“correction value” could be applied to the
coating thickness readings to compensate
for the inaccuracy of the gage. For exam-
ple, if a gage reading was 5.7 mils on a five-
mil coated standard, a 0.7-mil “correction
value” could be deducted (by the gage oper-
ator) from subsequent coating thickness
measurements. However, because Type 1
gages are non-linear, one cannot assume a
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linear (mil-for-mil) correction value across the
full range of the gage. While the gage may
be out of tolerance by 0.7 mils at 5 mils, it
may be out of tolerance by more or less than
0.7 mils at a different thickness. Accordingly,
SSPC-PA 2 states that the practice of using a
linear correction value is not appropriate.
However, Note 6 in the standard states, “A
correction curve can be prepared by plotting
the actual gage readings against the stated
values on the (coated) test blocks (stan-
dards). Subsequent coating thickness mea-
surements can be “corrected” by plotting the
measurements along the correction curve.
The correction curve may or may nat cover
the full range of the gage, but should cover
the intended range of use. The Base Metal
Readings (BMR) described in 6.1 may also
need to be plotted on the correction curve.”
This requirement makes Type 1 gages very
difficult to use. While some gage operators
may simply subtract a fixed amount (for
example, 0.5 mils) from any reading, such a
practice is not in compliance with SSPC-PA 2.

Verifying the Accuracy of Type 2 Gages
The accuracy of Type 2 (electronic) gages
can be verified by placing the gage probe
onto a certified coated thickness standard

(described for Type 1 gages) or certified
shims (Figs. 7 and 8). The certified shim
should be placed onto a smooth, uncoated
metal surface to remove any effect of the
surface roughness during this process. A
one-paint or two-point accuracy verification
procedure can be performed (as described
earlier for Type 1 gages).

Adjusting Type 2 Gages
The final step in the process is to adjust the
gage on the surface to which the coating

will be applied. Adjustment is accomplished
by placing a certified or measured shim (or
shims) onto the prepared, uncoated metal
surface and adjusting the gage (when feasi-
ble) to compensate for substrate character-
istics including (but not limited to) substrate
metallurgy, geometry, thickness/thinness,
and roughness (Fig. 9). The gage reading is
adjusted to match the thickness of the shim,
which effectively removes any influence from
the underlying surface.

This step sounds reasonably straightfor-
ward but poses several hidden challenges.
First, once the surface is coated (for exam-
ple, with a primer), an uncoated surface
may no longer be available for subsequent
gage adjustments, so the user may want to
have a similar uncoated surface prepared
and reserved for future gage adjustments
on a given project. Naturally, this surface
must be representative of the metallurgy,
geometry, thickness/thinness, and rough-
ness of the actual surface, which can be a
challenging requirement.

Second, some Type 2 gages cannot be
adjusted. In such cases, the user will need
to obtain BMRs from the prepared, uncoated
substrate (described earlier for Type 1
gages). While many Type 2 (electronic)
gages have a “zero-set” function, the gages
should never be adjusted to zero unless the
surface is smooth.

REQUIRED NUMBER

OF COATING THICKNESS
MEASUREMENTS

The section of SSPC-PA 2, “Required
Number of Measurements for Conformance
to a Thickness Specification,” causes many
users confusion, which can result in either
under- or over-inspection. Arguably the most
critical section in the document, Section 8,
describes how many areas to check, the
size of the areas, the number of measure-
ments to obtain in each area, and the steps
to take if spot or area measurements do not
conform to the specification.
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SSPC-PA 2 contains three definitions that
are critical to understanding this next area of
discussion.
® (Gage Reading: A single instrument reading.
= Spot Measurement: The average of at
least three gage readings made within a 4cm
(=1.54nch) diameter circle. Acquisition of
more than three gage readings within a spot
is permitted. Any unusually high or low gage
readings that are not repeated consistently
are discarded. The average of the acceptable
gage readings is the spot measurement.

* Area Measurement: The average of five
spot measurements obtained over each
10 m2 (=100 ft2) of coated surface, or
increment (portion) thereof.

An area is defined as approximately 100
square feet. Within each area, five randomly
spaced spots are selected. Each spot con-
sists of a 1.54nch diameter circle. A minimum
of three gage readings is obtained in each
spot, culminating in a minimum of 15 gage
readings within an area. Unusually high or low
gage readings that cannot be repeated con-
sistently are discarded. The average of the
three acceptable gage readings is the spot
measurement; the average of five spot mea-
surements is the area measurement. Figure
10, from Appendix 1 in SSPCPA 2, depicts an
approximate 100-squarefoot area containing
gage readings and spot measurements.

The number of areas that must be mea-
sured for coating thickness varies, depend-
ing on the size of the coated area. There
are three categories of coated area: less
than 300 square feet; 300 to 1,000 square
feet; and greater than 1,000 square feet.
For areas containing less than 300 square
feet of coated surface, every 100-square-
foot area must be measured for coating
thickness. For areas of coating 300 to
1,000 square feet, three random areas are
selected and measured. For areas of coat-
ing exceeding 1,000 square feet, three ran-
dom areas are selected from the first 1,000
square feet, along with one additional area
for each additional 1,000 square feet.

Because areas of coating often exceed
1,000 square feet, our example will be
based on this third tier (>1,000 square feet).
Let's assume that the total coated area (per-
haps the area coated during a work shift,
although SSPC-PA 2 does not eguate coated
area with work shift) is 12,500 square feet. A
total of 15 areas must be measured (three in
the first 1,000 square feet and one additional
area in each of the 12 remaining 1,000-
square-foot areas or portions thereof). This
culminates in a total of 75 spot measure-
ments (15 x 5) and a minimum of 225 gage
readings (15 x 5 x 3). If spot measurement
variances result in area measurements that
do not meet the specification, then additional
spot measurements are acquired (radiating
outward in eight directions from the noncon-
forming area) to determine the magnitude of
the non-conforming thickness. This process
is described later in this article.

ACCEPTABILITY OF GAGE
READINGS, SPOT MEASUREMENTS,
AND AREA MEASUREMENTS

While individual gage readings that are unusu-
ally high or low {and cannot be repeated con-
sistently) can be discarded, there are limita-

tions on the thickness values representing
the spot measurements (the average of
three gage readings). A minimum thickness
and a maximum thickness are normally
specified for each layer of coating.

However, if a single thickness value is speci-

fied and the coating manufacturer does not
provide a recommended range of thickness,
then the minimum thickness and maximum
thickness for each coating layer are estab-
lished by SSPC-PA 2 at +20% of the stated
value, For example, if the specification
requires 3 mils' DFT and the coating manu-
facturer does not provide any additional
information regarding a recommended thick-
ness range, then, by default, the specified
range is established as 2.4-3.6 mils.
Because the coating may not perform at the
lower thickness, it is important for the speci-
fier to indicate an acceptable range for each
coating layer. To assist the specifier, the
2012 edition of SSPC-PA 2 incorporates a
Restriction Level Table (Fig. 11). The Table
enables the specifier to select from five dif-
ferent restriction levels related to spot and
area measurements,

Level 1 is the most restrictive and does
not allow for any deviation of spot or area
measurements from the specified minimum
and maximum thickness, while Level 5 is the
least restrictive. Depending on the coating

type and the prevailing service environment,
the specifier can select the DFT restriction
level for a given project. The specifier may

also invoke a maximum thickness threshold
for Level 5 Spot or Area Measurements for
a generic product type and/or service envi-

ronment that will not tolerate an unlimited
thickness. If no Restriction Level is speci-
fied, then the default is Level 3, which is
based on the 2004 version of SSPC-PA 2
(what many users of the standard have
become accustomed to).

For the purpose of final acceptance of
the total DFT, the cumulative thickness of
all coating layers in each area must be no
less than the cumulative minimum specified
thickness and no greater than the cumula-
tive maximum specified thickness.

For example, assume that the specifica-
tion requires a four- to six-mil application of
primer. The actual minimum and maximum
spot and area thickness requirements are
shown in Fig. 12 for each of the five restric-
tion levels.

DETERMINING THE MAGNITUDE
OF NONCONFORMING
THICKNESS

Another change in the 2012 version of the
standard is the procedure for identifying
nonconforming areas (Fig. 13). In the 2004
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edition, if spot or area measurements were
out of conformance, each 100-square-foot
area coated during the work shift had to be
measured, and nenconforming areas had to
be demarcated. On a larger structure with
multiple applicators, the measurement and
documentation process could be extensive,

so the approach was changed in the 2012
revision, If a nonconforming area is identi-
fied, spot measurements are made at five-
foot intervals in eight equally spaced direc-
tions radiating outward from the noncon-
forming area, as shown in Fig. 13.

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direction, then no measurement in that
direction is necessary. Spot measure-
ments are obtained in each direction (up
to the maximum surface area coated dur-
ing the work shift) until two consecutive
conforming spot measurements are
acquired in that direction, or until no addi-
tional measurements can be made.
Acceptable spot measurements are
defined by the minimum and maximum val-
ues in the contract documents. No
allowance is made for variant spot mea-
surements (for example, +20%), which is
consistent with the practice followed when
determining the area DFT.

Spot measurements are obtained on
repeating structural units or elements of
structural units until two consecutive units
in each direction are conforming or until
there are no more units to test.

Non-compliant areas are demarcated
using removable chalk (or another specified
marking material) and documented. All of
the area within five feet of any non-compli-
ant spot measurement is considered non-
compliant. For a given measurement direc-
tion or unit measurement, any compliant
area or unit preceding a non-compliant area
or unit is designated as suspect, and, as
such, is subject to re-inspection after cor-
rective measures are taken.

APPENDICES TO THE STANDARD
There are eight appendices in the 2012 ver-
sion of SSPC-PA 2. Two of the eight appen-
dices were added in 2012 (the remaining
were in the 2004 edition) and are highlight-
ed below. The appendices to SSPC-PA 2
are not mandatory but may be invoked by
contract documents.

Appendix 6: Method for Measuring

the Dry Film Thickness of Coatings

on Edges

For decades, the industry was cautioned
about taking coating thickness measure-
ments within one inch of an edge, let alone
on an edge. However, several Type 2 (elec-
tronic) gage manufacturers offer a variety of
probe configurations, some of which are
less affected by proximity to edges and are
designed to better measure the thickness of
coatings on edges (Fig. 14). Obviously, the
gage operator should consult the gage man-
ufacturer's instructions before measuring
coating thickness on edges.

Before measuring coating thickness on
edges, the user should verify the gage and
probe for accuracy by placing a thin, flexible
shim (certified or measured) onto the pre-
pared, uncoated edge. Adjustments to the
gage may or may not be required. This pro-
cedure also verifies that the probe configu-
ration will accommodate the edge configura-
tion before acquiring coating thickness data.

Once verification of accuracy and adjust-
ments are made, a minimum of three gage
readings are taken within 1.5 linear inches
of coated edge. The average of the gage

readings is considered a spot measure-
ment. The number of spot measurements
along the edge will vary, depending on the
total length of the coated edge.

Appendix 7: Method for Measuring

Dry Film Thickness on Coated

Steel Pipe Exterior

Appendix 7 was added to accommodate
pipe coaters that need to determine coating
thickness conformance on non-lat (or non-
plate) areas, including smaller pipe sections
on a cart or rack and longer pipe spools.
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Pipe sections loaded onto a cart or rack
can be considered a complete unit (Fig. 15).
The total number of spot and area measure-
ments is based on the total square footage
of pipe on the cart or rack. The square
footage is calculated as shown on p. 35.

Some carts may have several small pipe
sections, and the total coated surface may
exceed 100 square feet. In this case, a Pipe
DFT Frequency Factor shown below may be
invoked.

* Pipe DFT Frequency Factor 2 = (length of
each pipe x circumference) x number of pipe
sections on cart or rack = (number of spot

measurements) x 2

SSPC-PA 2 has undergone significant changes in an attempt to

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greater alignment with one another.

Change is never easy.... Communicating the new requirements
of this standard to the industry is challenging but essential. One
conduit is through training and education. For example, SSPC
offers a short course, "Using SSPC-PA 2 Effectively,” that was
recently updated to reflect changes made to the standard. Free
webinars are available through SSPC/JPCL for those who cannot
participate in instructorded training. Updates to SSPC and other
industry-provided inspector training and certification courses (and
the associated instructor education) will be critical to fully under-
standing and effectively communicating the requirements of this
highly regarded industry standard.

SSPC Revises “Paint 23" Primer
Standard
Performance requirements for latex primer
used on steel surfaces are the focus of a
newly updated coating standard by SSPC:
The Society for Protective Coatings.
Coating Standard No. 23 (also known as
SSPC-Paint 23): Latex Primer for Steel
Surfaces is the first revised SSPC standard
for 2013. The standard, released March 25,
covers performance requirements for an air-
drying, ready-mixed, latex primer for blast-
cleaned steel. It is intended for use as the
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prime coat of a coating system consisting
of one or two coats of this primer and one
or two coats of a compatible topcoat.

This primer is suitable for exposures in
SSPC Envircnmental Zones 1A (interior, nor-
mally dry) and 1B (exterior, normally dry),
and is intended for brush, spray, or roller
application over steel surfaces with a mini-
mum surface cleanliness of SSPC-SP 6.

The standard includes information on:

* compaosition requirements;

» standard testing conditions;

= requirements of liquid coating;

* |aboratory physical tests of applied fims;

* accelerated laboratory (accelerated
testing) requirements; and

¢ labeling.

SSPC notes that “individual products
meeting minimum performance require-
ments of this standard may vary in formula-
tion, raw materials, and application charac-
teristics.”

he Kentucky Transportation Cabinet awarded a

$10,070,000 contract to Spartan Contracting (Campbell,

OH), SSPC-QP 1 and -QP 2 certified, to clean and recoat

structural steel on four spans of the Glover Cary Bridge,
a 4,622 .8footlong continuous truss bridge that con-
nects Owensboro, KY, and Spencer County, IN, over the
Ohio River. The bridge opened in 1940 and was repaint-
ed blue in the early 1970s, thus garnering the nick-
name, “The Blue Bridge."

The contract includes abrasive blast cleaning the
steel to a Near-White finish (SSPC-SP 10) and coat-
ing the steel with either a three-coat, epoxy-based,
organic zinc-rich system (Class |, Type | or Il), or
with a three-coat, urethane-based, organic zinc-rich
system (Class Il, Type | or ll). Because the existing

Maine Bridge Painting Contract Awarded
Olympus Painting Contractors, Inc. (Tarpon Springs, FL), SSPC-
QP 1 and -QP 2 certified, won a $2,147,353.50 contract from
the Maine Department of Transportation to clean and recoat
structural steel surfaces on the Joshua Chamberlain Bridge.
Constructed in 1954 and named after the Maine native and Civil
War hero, this two-lane steel plate girder bridge crosses the
Penobscot River between Brewer and Bangor, ME.

The contract includes abrasive blast cleaning approximately
1,140 tons of structural steel, including 1,911 linear feet of
approach railing, to a Near-White finish (SSPC-SP 10), testing the
steel for soluble salts with as-needed chloride remediation, and
recoating the steel with a three-coat organic zinc-epoxy-urethane
system selected from NEPCOAT List B. The contract also
includes a variety of steel repairs, including replacing 340 linear
feet of railing with new galvanized and painted rail. Class 1A con-
tainment according to SSPC-Guide 6 is required to encapsulate
the existing lead-based coatings. A NACE or SSPC-certified
inspector will be required to perform coatings inspection ser-
vices,

have been trying to write this essay for weeks, but

I keep getting interrupted—emails beeping,

phones ringing, texts boinging, multiple projects

emerging sinmltﬂnem]sly. unexpected problems
arising that require several hours to resolve.

Even though you and T have different jobs, T bet some of our work days
have a similar structure—or lack thereof—because many demands, antic-
ipated or not, shift our focus repeatedly.

Some days remind me of part of the description for a job I held far
away from publishing and long ago. That job description included eight
somewhat unnerving words: “must be able to work with constant inter-
ruption.”

Today, that description might be rewritten as ‘must be able to multi-
task.

“Conslant interruption” is a negative phrase in that old job descrip-
tion—a warning about needing to manage workplace distractions while

focusing on doing my job accurately and efficiently.

Now Where Was I?

‘Multi-tasking’ has positive connotations—it’s apparently regarded as a
skill, even a virtue. But I find the term annoying. It seems to whitewash the
potential danger of, well, constant interruption—a break in concentration
while trying to do too many things at once.

That break can lead 1o all kinds of mistakes: for example, traffic accidents
while driving and talking on the phone, misunderstandings in a meeting
because people at the table are checking their smartphones, burned dinner
because someone was answering email while cooking. Who knows whether
or how much multi-tasking contributes to worksite injuries and fatalities,
including those on painting worksites.

Now, I can’t honestly claim that ‘working with constant interruption’ and
‘multi-tasking’ are identical. More of the unexpected is implicit in ‘constant
interruption’ and more of the planned or assigned is built into ‘multi-task-
ing. Furthermaore, as companies cut back on workers, the ones lucky enough
to have jobs take on extra responsibilities. So multi-tasking isn't all about
interruption. It's about efficiency and productivity, staying in business, stay-
ing employed, and paying the bills.

There are tests that evaluate how well you multi-task—how productively,
how quickly, and how successfully you change from task to task. Heavy
multi-taskers, according to one test I saw online in the New York Times, tend
to need more time to change tasks than those who are considered light
multi-taskers. So there’s a possible productivity issue, Not surprisingly, there
are websites devoted to improving your ability to multi-task.

Regardless of how much we improve our ability to multi-task, I suspect
that there will always be a cost to changing focus frequently on or off the job,
in lower productivity, miscommunication, injury, or something else.

Then the issue changes fram how well you multi-task to what your multi-
tasking costs you, your company, your family... which raises the question:

When is that cost too high?
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
